Reports from County and District Councillors.
· Pam Cumming sent her apologies.
· Scott Richardson Brown noted that he had been looking at the parking issues in Shrawley.  He has contacted the transport liaison officer who is currently not working and awaits a reply.  
SRB is to meet with Cllr Amos - Councillor at Malvern who is responsible for transport regarding speeding and road improvements to address local concerns. SRB noted that there were few available funds in the short term so it may take a few years to find a solution that is cost effective.


Current Parish Council Projects and progress reports

High speed fibre broadband programme progress report.  
Cllr HJ noted that he had not yet received the updated quote from Open Reach but would contact them if the quote was not received by the 6-week deadline for responses.  If it is not received by the deadline, then the request will be escalated to the County Councillor.

Millennium green Project – Stage 2.  

 
A meeting was held with MD and two members of the public to discuss the second part of the project.  It is anticipated that this will be completed within the £2,000 budget and will include;

· The planting of 12-14 trees with stakes (£400)
· The provision of 2 benches (£600-700)
· Forms (long thin seats without backs) to be provided around the edge of the green to enable users to sit and look at the view.
· Memorial Plaques for local village inhabitants, some of which may be funded by the Parish Council.

· Remaining monies from the budget will be retained for maintenance of the Green

MD also noted that the Green was cut at the end of May and will be mowed in June by the 11th.

MD also noted that the new sign at Millennium Green had been installed.

The annual internal audit of the parish council finances has been received and the auditor noted the following;

· That there was no financial monitoring or financial regulations in place until October 2021. (This was corrected from October 2020 onwards)
· Several cheques were unpresented due to signatory errors due to an error of Barclays for deleting a current signatory which has been rectified.  Barclays have offered a payment in recompense for this error.
· HMRC status for SPC needs to be investigated regarding the submissions for the previous clerk and their P45.


· Issues regarding bank statements and therefore bank reconciliations were noted. Due to the complex nature of the bank account, there was a delay in receiving regular statements.  The Clerk now has electronic access of all the bank accounts and can check the bank accounts regularly.
· Public inspection period was not correctly observed for 2019-20. This was because the current Clerk was engaged after the public inspection period had finished.
The Clerk noted that following her appointment in September 2020, all the necessary items have been put in place and final access to all the bank accounts was eventually received in May 2021 after a long complicated process to establish 2-person payment authentication for the Parish Council and the updating of the signature and contact process for Barclays Bank.

It is hoped that the audit for 2021-22 will be clear and correct.
