Land at (OS 7996 6631), B4196 Shrawley.
Objection.
“The Parish Council do not wish to see permission agreed in principle as the Parish Council are not able to consider the impact of any proposed building on the rural character of the village. 
Neither do the Parish Council agree that the use of the existing access is safe as it does not provide good visibility,  being located on the brow of a hill.
This application is outside the development boundary as designated by SWDP and so the Parish Council of Shrawley do not support this application.
